Letter from Father César
Dear Parish Family,

As we arrive at the Third Sunday of Lent, we continue walking together through this
sacred season of conversion. Lent always invites us to slow down, to examine our hearts, and to
return to the Lord with renewed faith. The prophet Joel reminds us: “Return to me with all your
heart” (Joel 2:12). This call echoes throughout these forty days as the Church guides us through
prayer, fasting, and works of charity.

[ have been very encouraged to see so many in our parish embracing this Lenten
journey with generosity. Many of our men and women, young and old, have begun the 33-day

preparation for consecration to St. Joseph and to the Blessed Virgin Mary. This is a beautiful spiritual pilgrimage for
our community. Through the fatherly protection of St. Joseph and the maternal intercession of Mary, we entrust our
lives more deeply to Christ.

As we continue these weeks of preparation, I encourage you to persevere faithfully. The consecration to St.

As a parish family that is blessed with many cultures, languages, and traditions, the formation of our children is
a shared responsibility and a great joy. Jesus reminds us in the Gospel: “Let the children come to me” (Mark 10:14). Our
preschool ministry is one beautiful way we continue living this mission.

Let us continue this Lenten journey together with hope, asking the Lord to renew our hearts through the intercession
of Our Lady of Fatima and St. Joseph.

Psalm- Psalm 95 The 3rd Sunday of Lent Year A reminds us that God is with us, even when we are tired, unsure,
2" Reading- Romans 5:1-2,5-8 | or in need. Fach reading shows people who feel empty or thirsty, but God gives them what they
Gospel - John 4:5-42 truly need. He does not leave them alone. He hears their cries and responds with love and care.

In Exodus, the people are in the desert. They have no water and feel afraid. But God tells Moses
to strike the rock, and water flows out. God provides, even when they doubt Him. This shows how God stays close, even when
we struggle to believe.

The Gospel reading for the 3rd Sunday of Lent Year A tells the story of the Samaritan woman at the well. Jesus talks with her and

offers something much greater than regular water. He gives her hope, truth, and new life. She leaves changed, ready to share what
she has found.

These readings help us look at our own lives. Where are we empty? What are we really looking for? Lent is a time to open our
hearts to Jesus, the one who gives us living water.

The 3rd Sunday of Lent in Year A focuses on themes of faith, conversion, and God’s desire to fill us with new life. The readings
show us God’s response to human needs and how He calls us to turn to Him with open hearts.

e Spiritual Thirst: The Israclites thirsted in the desert, and the woman at the well thirsted for something deeper in life. God
wants to satisfy our thirst for meaning and truth.

¢ God’s Faithfulness: God provides water to the Israelites in the desert and offers living water through Jesus to the Samaritan
woman. These stories remind us that God is always faithful, even when we struggle to trust Him.

¢ Repentance and Conversion: The Samaritan woman’s encounter with Jesus changes her life. Lent is a time to repent and let
God transform us just as He transformed her.

¢ God’s Love for Sinners: Jesus meets the Samaritan woman where she is, despite her sins and past. God does not turn away
from us but invites us to receive His mercy.

e Jesus, the Living Water: Jesus speaks of the living water that brings eternal life. He alone can fulfill our deepest longings and
give us life that never fades.

e Witness and Evangelization: After meeting Jesus, the Samaritan woman goes back to her town and shares her experience.
Her witness shows us that sharing our faith can lead others to seek Jesus.

e Peace Through Reconciliation: St. Paul writes about the peace we have with God through Jesus. Lent calls us to seek this
peace by being reconciled to God and others.

In Lent, the Church invites us to open our hearts to God’s love and mercy. The readings on the 3rd Sunday of Lent in Year A
encourage us to deepen our faith and let God refresh our spirits.

Gospel Reading
John 4:5-42
Jesus reveals himself to the Samaritan woman at the well.

Lent is a season for repentance. It is a season during which we are
called to reflect upon and to live deeply the promises of Baptism.
The well and the conversation about water immediately recall for
us the Sacrament of Baptism. As the Samaritan woman was
converted and sent on a mission because of the conversation about
water, we too are converted and sent by our Baptism to preach the
good news of Jesus to others.

Take this opportunity to reflect upon the importance of Baptism
with your family. If you have photos or other mementos of your
family’s Baptisms, bring them out and take some time to recall the
day of Baptism and its importance to you and your family. Create a
prayer table that includes these mementos and a bowl of holy
water. After you have spent some time talking about Baptism,
invite everyone to listen carefully and prayerfully to today’s Gospel.
Read John 4:5-42 together. Ask how Jesus’ meeting with the
woman at the well is like Baptism. (Jesus knows the woman’s sin
and forgives her. The woman comes to know Jesus as the Messiah.
The woman invites others to meet Jesus.) Pray a prayer of blessing
for each member of the family that God will help each one live the
promises of his or her Baptism. Pray together the
